Article 37: To see if the Town will vote pursuant to G.L. c.44, sec. 53EI12 to amend the General
Bylaws by inserting a new bylaw establishing various revolvirrg funds, specifuing the departmental
receipts to be credited to each fund, the departmental purposes or programs for which each fund
may be expended, and the entity authorized to expend each fund, such bylawto provide as follows:
There is hereby established in the Town of Peru, pursuant to the provisions of G.L. c.44, sec.
53El/2, the following Revolving fund: Inspectional Services by the Building Inspection
Department, Electrical Inspection Department, Gas/Plumbing Inspection Department, and Fire
Inspection Department.
Authorized to spend Funds: The Town of Peru Treasurer
Revenue Source: Fees and Charges by inspectors listed under this Bylaw.
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Use of Funds: To pay Inspectors ninety per cent ol fees and charges collected under this Bylaw,
and the Town of Peru ten per cent under this Bylaw.
Expenditures from each revolving fund set forth hererin shall be subject to the limitation established
by Town Meeting or any increase therein as may be authorized in accordance with G.L. c.44. sec
53El12.
And, further, to set FY2019 spending limits for such revolving funds as follows: program or
Purpose is Inspectional Services; FY 2019 spending limit is $14, 413.00, or take any other acrion
relative thereto.

Article 38: To see if the Town will adopt a General By-Law, entitled "stretch Ilnergy Code,,, for
the purpose of regulating the design and construction of buildings for the effective ,rie of ene'gy,
pursuant to Appendix 115.AA of the Massachusetts Building Code, 780 CMR, the Stretch Ene,rgy
Code, including future editions, amendments or modifications thereto, with an effective date of
July 1 ,2019, to provide as follows:

Section 1: Definitions

International Energy Code (IECC) - The International Energy Conservation Code (IECC) is a
building energy code created by the International Code Council. It is a model code adopted b.y
many state and municipal governments in the United States fbr the establishment of minimum
design and construction requirements for energy efficiency, and is updated on a three-year cyc;le.
The baseline energy conservation requirements of the Massachusetts State Buil<ling Code are the
IECC with Massachusetts amendments, as approved by the Board of Building Regulations and
Standards.

Stretch Energy Code - Codified by the Board of Building Regulations and Standards as 780
CMR Appendix 115.AA of the Massachusetts Building Code, the Stretch Energy Code is an
appendix to the Massachusetts Building Code, based on further amendments to the Intemational
Energy Conservation Code (IECC) to improve the energy efliciency of buildings built to this
code.

Ssslia!2 Purpose

The purpose of 780 CMR 1 15.AA is to provide a more energy efficient alternative to the Baser

Energy Code applicable to the relevant sections of the building code for new buildings.

Section 3 : Applicability

This code applies to residential and commercial buildings. Buildings not included in this scope
shall comply with 780 CMR 115.AA, as indicated.

Section 4: Stretch Code

The Stretch Code, as codified by the Board of Building Regulations and Standards as 790 CM,R
Appendix 115.AA, including any future editions, amendments or modifications, is herein
incorporated by reference into the Town of Peru General By-Laws.
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The Stretch Code shall be enforceable by the Building Inspector and effective with a
conculrency start date of July 1,2018, and a sole effective date of Januarv I.2019

or take any other action relative thereto.

Article 39: To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Board of Selectmen and the Board of
Assessors to negotiate and enter into a Payment in Lieu of Taxes Agreement known as a ..pilot',
or "Tax Agreement" pursuant to the provisions of Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 59,
Section 38H(b), or any other enabling authority, between the Town of Peru and CVE (Croup;
North America, Inc., its successor or affiliate, on such terms and conditions and for such term as
negotiated by the Board of Selectmen and the Board of Assessors, for payment in lieu of taxes
related to personal and./or real property associated with a solar renewable energy generation facility
to be installed, owned and operated by such entity on land owned by John P. Kane & Mary E.
Munch and identified as Assessors' Parcel Map 27, Lot 53, all as set forth in said pILOT; and
further to authorize the Board of Selectmen and the Board of Assessors to take such action as may
be necessary to carry out the vote taken hereunder; or to pass any vote or votes in relation thereto.
